11 Meetup Myths

Meetup Myth #1: Meetups are online.
Fact: Meetup uses the Internet to get people OFF the

Internet.

Meetups are real events of local community groups and are based in the real
world, not on the Internet.

Meetup Myth #2: Meetups are dangerous.

Fact: Meetups are safe.

Most Meetups are public events. Meetups are just as dangerous as going to
the library, knitting store, dog park, Mac store. In 4 years, over 200,000
Meetups have taken place without any reported incidences of anyone getting
hurt or threatened. People are good!

Meetup Myth #3: Meetup is a "social networking" service.

Fact: Meetup brings people face-to-face.

The media often bundles Meetup with Myspace.com, Friendster.com, and the
like, as a "social networking" service. Although Meetups are social -- and are
part of a network, Meetups are very different than the online "friend of a
friend" social networks that thrive on virtual online relationships
and anonymity. Meetups are real world get-togethers with real people. Online
social networking services aim keep people in front of a screen (and show you
ads). We aim to get you away from your screen.

Meetup Myth #4: Meetup is a dating service.

Fact: It’s not our mission to help people get dates.

Although some people may find a mate at a Meetup, we’re not a dating
service. Meetups are group gatherings.

Meetup Myth #5: Meetups are a “Howard Dean thing” or a
political tool built for and by Democrats.

Fact: Meetup remains strictly non-partisan.

When we built Meetup we had no idea who was going to use the service — or
for what. In 2003, supporters of Howard Dean found that Meetup was a great
tool to organize support for his candidac(:jy for president. The rest is history:
BOTH Democrats and Republicans (and other political and non-political
groups) used (and continue to use) Meetup to rally support for their respective
causes.

Meetup Myth #6: Meetups are for kids.

Fact: Per our terms of service, all Meetup Members must be
over the age of 18.

We have ‘t formally asked folks how old they are. But, third-party research
once discovered that many Meetup members were women over 40.

Meetup Myth #7: Meetups cost money.

Fact: Most Meetups are free.

It's free to register on Meetup and receive Meetup Alerts. Meetup organizers
pay Meetup a monthly service fee of $12-19/month. Some organizers chose
to charge their members dues. Some don’t. For those that do, individuals in
the group tend to chip in about buck or two a month.

Meetup Myth #8: People have a bad time at Meetups.

Fact: Satisfaction at Meetups is at an all time high.

95% of people who go to Meetups report having a ‘good’ or ‘great’ time. The
5% who rate the Meetup poorly, are usually commenting on the food or the
venue, not the company.

Meetup Myth #9: Meetup is connected to Moveon.org.
Fact: Meetup.com has absolutely no connection to

Moveon.org.
Meetup and Moveon are two completely different organizations.

Meetup Myth #10: Meetups are for freaks and geeks.

Fact: Meetups are for everyone.

Meetup is a platform to help anyone "find the others" anywhere. Mom
Meetups are currently the most active. When Meetup launched, the Internet
geeks formed Meetups. Then politically active people formed Meetups. Now
mainstream USA are forming Meetups -- on just about everything. Meetups
are for everyone.

Meetup Myth #11: Meetups are only in the USA.

Fact: 15% of all Meetups are outside the United States.
